ears before he became California's
Yg(wernur, the jut-jawed and quite

muscular Arnold Schwarzenegger
played a cyborg on a murderous bent in
“The Terminator” (1984).

His iconic black leather jacket is part of
an exhibition opening Saturday at the Cali-
fornia Museum.

“Out of This World: Extraordinary Cos-
tumes from Film and Television” celebrates
the work of costume designers and contains
more than 50 artifacts - from “Star Wars,"
“Star Trek,” “Indiana Jones,” “Blade Run-
ner,” “Batman & Robin” and “Ghostbusters
11," among others - on loan from the Sci-
ence Fiction Museum and Hall of Fame in
Seattle.

A bit of trivia about “The Terminator” is
that director James Cameron had to post-
pone filming for two days because the first
jacket custom-made for Schwarzenegger
didn't fit.

“I think it's fantastic that the art of sci-
ence fiction costuming is being featured as
part of California's historical and cultural
story,” Schwarzenegger said in a statement
to The Bee, “The hard work of Hollywood
costume artists helped me create my favor-
ite roles and establish my acting career. It is
a partnership that is often ignored, and 1
am thrilled to see the exhibit here in Sacra-
mento.”

Among Schwarzenegger’s other movie
roles was the diabolical Mr. Freeze in “Bat-
man & Robin” (1997), starring George
Clooney as Batman.

Clooney was expected to wear a "domino”
mask and reddish tights, and have little bat
wings, until “Batman & Robin” costume
designers Ingrid Ferrin and Robert Turtu-
rice stepped in and created a stunning,
muscled body suit with a cape and cowl, in
black and gray.

“Batman personifies an uneasy truce
between good and evil,” according to a label
on the display case containing Clooney's
costume. “His costume reflects both sides of
his nature.”

And it allowed Batman to disappear eas-
ily into the night.

Most of the objects in “Out of This World”
belong to billionaire entrepreneur Paul
Allen, who founded the Microsoft Corp.
with Bill Gates and the Science Fiction
Museum and Hall of Fame with his sister
Jody Allen,
