The California Hall of Fame celebrates inductees by:

= Installing the inductees into the California Hall of Fame in a formal state
ceremony each year, at which inductees (or their families, if a posthumous
award) receive the Spirit of California medal;

= Making inductees and their accomplishments part of the permanent record in the
California State Archives;

= Recording the unique stories and personal achievements of inductees in an
exhibit at the California Museum, serving as the visual, encyclopedic record of
the California Hall of Fame, to which new inductees are added each year; and

= Highlighting the inspirational achievements of inductees through a year-round
education campaign.

Where is it located? The California Hall of Fame is a both a signature program and a permanent exhibit at the
California Museum, located at 1020 O Street in Sacramento.

The 11th annual California Hall of Fame exhibit will open at 10:00 a.m. on Wed., Dec. 6,
2017 and will continue through Wed., Oct. 31, 2018.

The California Hall of Fame advances the Museum’s mission to educate over 150,000
annual visitors with the accomplishments of inductees and to make their own mark on
history. In addition, it also includes K-12 learning programs aligned with California State
Content Standards and Common Core for over 50,000 K-12 students visiting the
Museum each year on field trip tours.

The late Los Angeles artist and 2008 inductee Robert Graham designed the California
Hall of Fame medal, named Spirit of California. This beautifully sculpted medal is
presented to each inductee at the induction ceremony as a symbol of their installation
into the California Hall of Fame.
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
