Aligned with State Content Standards for 4th grade 
history-social science, this exhibit includes rare artifacts 
from missions across the state, a cape from the Portola 
expedition, El Camino Real bell & more.

California’s Remarkable Women4

Chronicling the achievements of over 200 of the state’s 
remarkable women, this exhibit was developed in 
partnership with former California First Lady Maria 
Shriver and California State Parks.

Constitution Wall5

Sacramento’s largest piece of public art, Constitution 
Wall is a six-story sculpture featuring words taken from 
the state’s constitution chosen to inspire reflection on 
the rights guaranteed to all Californians.
